Accolades For Oakdale  

Vincennes Avenue Paving  
 Borough Council prioritized streets needing repair. $20,000.00 was budgeted. Vincennes was put out for bid. 

Lowest bid was A. Folino Construction at $57,386.12. Balance of payment will come from Borough rental 

property funds from the Old Boys Home property. Resurfacing will start the 1st week of October. Repair and  

resurfacing will include Vincennes and the two alleys at the beginning of Vincennes that join Hastings and  

Fayette streets.

TIGG Corporation, located in the old Stylette Plastics building, manufactures filter tanks and systems to purify air and water for industrial and 

environmental applications.

Prior to moving to Oakdale in January of this year, TIGG Corporation rented offices in the Abele Business Park in Bridgeville and some 

warehouse space in Avella. When asked how they decided on Oakdale, TIGG Owner Georgiana Riley stated ñWe had been looking for a 

building to purchase for several years so that we could consolidate our Northeastern operations. We were fortunate enough to find this  

building in Oakdale which was almost perfect for us. We have quite a bit more space than we actually need for our current operation which 

gives us plenty of room to grow!
