RECYCLING - BETTER, BUT NOT HALF WAY THERE! 
Recycling is estimated to have increased from 30% to 48% the past month 
about. (52% not recycling). With spring finally here a sizable increase is 

expected. 100% is the goal! Please do your part. 

We want to thank every resident and business who is recycling for your 
conscientious effort to recycle. Every piece of paper, glass, plastic and metal 
you place curbside on your recycling day is one less piece that goes into a 
landfill. Last year, the Borough recycled 72.59 tons. So far December, January 
and February, we’ve collected 24.94 tons of paper, plastic, cardboard, metal, 
and glass. Keep up the good work and keep recycling! If you need a recycling 
sticker, you can call and we will mail one out to you. Or stop by the Borough 
office weekdays between 8:30AM and 4:30PM Monday – Thursday and 

8:30AM – 12PM on Friday to pick one up. 
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EARNED INCOME TAX 
The Earned Income Tax for Oakdale Borough is a 1% tax levied on the earned income and net profits of Oakdale Borough residents.  
This tax is collected under authority given by the Local Tax Enabling Act passed by the State legislature in 1965 and by Oakdale 
Borough Ordinance 201.  The 1% tax is collected by our appointed collector, Kelly Rohbeck, and distributed equally between the 
Borough and the West Allegheny School District.  Oakdale Borough receives .5% and the school district receives .5% of the tax 

collected. 

Any resident of Oakdale Borough, whether they own their home or rent, is liable for the Earned Income Tax. There are no 
exemptions because of age or limited earnings.  Income subject to the tax includes, but is not limited to, wages, salaries, 
commissions, bonuses, incentive payments, fees, tips and other compensation received.  In addition, all self-employed residents are 

subject to the tax based on net profits from the operation of a business or profession. 

A WA-40, the year end summary, must be filed by April 15. This form must be filed by all residents, even if your local tax was 
withheld by your employer. The filing insures that we have received the proper monies from your employers 
 Every employer with a place of business in Oakdale Borough is required to deduct the 1% Earned Income Tax from the 
compensation of their employees who are residents of Oakdale Borough and on a quarterly basis, file a return and pay to the 
Collector the amount of taxes deducted.  Some employers voluntarily deduct from residents employed outside of the 
Township.  Residents who are self-employed or whose employer does not withhold the tax must file a return and pay to the 

Collector, on a quarterly basis, the taxes due. 

 Earned Income Tax filing and due dates are: 

Final Year End Returns must be filed by all persons subject to the tax on or before April 15, regardless of whether or not tax is due.  
Documentation such as W-2(s) or proper PA Schedules C, E, F or K-1 must be submitted with the return for verification of income 

reported.

WINTER SHRUB DAMAGE - NORTH FAYETTE GARDEN CLUB 
The weight of this winter’s excessive snows has caused moderate to severe damage to many bushes in the area. Moderately damaged 
plants need to be pruned back in order to clear away the dead wood while heavily damaged shrubs need to be replaced. If you own 
bushes near a road that has been heavily salted you may also see evidence of salt damage to your plants as they begin to leaf out. Salt 
damage on conifers is evident as the browning or yellowing of needles whereas salt damage on deciduous shrubs reveals itself as 
stunted growth, unopened buds, brown or yellow scorch on the edges of the leaves, fewer leaves and flowers, or clustered twig 

growth. 

If you find that your shrubs are severely damaged and you decide to replace them, consider conducting a soil test and amending your 

soil prior to planting because some shrubs (e.g., pine) like a more acidic soil pH while others prefer a more balanced or alkaline pH. 

Before purchasing new shrubs, be attentive to how much sun is in the area where you intend to plant. If you get at least six to eight 
hours of full sun per day in the intended planting area, consider purchasing “full sun” shrubs (e.g., shrub roses, forsythia, etc.). If you 
find that you get less than five hours per day of sun in that area, you may want to consider purchasing “part sun” or “shade” shrub 

(e.g., hydrangea, rhododendron, etc.). 

The first year of your shrub’s life is very important so make sure that your bush is planted correctly and receives the appropriate 

amount of sun and at least an inch of water per week so it can develop a good root system and maintain a healthy growth pattern.
