TREASURER’S REPORT AND MONTHLY BILL LIST:
A motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell, seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth and carried, to approve the monthly billing list and financial report.  Motion carried.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

FINANCE, WATER & SEWAGE – Russ Campbell

A Motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell to pass Ordinance No. 2009-1 to establish the Milage Rate of 3 Mills for 2009 with no tax increase.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Keith Merlino.  Motion carried.
A Motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell to pass Resolution No. 1-2009 – Water rate increase of $.20 per 1000 gallons used.  This rate increase is to pass on a rate increase from out water supplier, PA-American Water. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion carried.
A Motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell to pass Resolution No. 2-2009 - Sewage rate decrease of $1.50 per 1000 gallons of water used despite a 16% rate increase by Alcosan for 2009.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth.  Motion carried.
A Motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell to accept the request by the Calgaro Family for reimbursement of $142.07 for garden damages during water main break repair on December 1, 2008. The motion was seconded by Mr. Keith Merlino. Motion carried.
PERSONNEL – PAUL HENNEMUTH

A Motion was made by Mr. Paul Hennemuth to appoint Animal Control Services as the new animal control service for 2009.  The motion was seconded Mr. Keith Merlino.  Motion carried.
A Motion was made by Mr. Paul Hennemuth to approve Census Bureau Request of newsletter ad, website information and a room to interview Oakdale residents applying for 2010 census jobs.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion carried.
Maintenance Supervisor, Bob Patterson, only man on duty right now. The other two employees have been laid off and are on unemployment compensation until April 1, 2009.
PROPERTY, HIGHWAYS & REFUSE –   TOM POTTS 
A Motion was made by Mr. Tom Potts to pass Resolution No. 3-2009 – Agreement with PennDot to use the DotGrants system to file the required Liquid Fuels forms annually.

A Motion was made by Mr. Tom Potts to approve request of resident, Kathy Martin, of 308 Cedar Ave to have a curb stop installed in front of her house because the curb that was there was washed away and water is running into her yard and basement of her house. The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth.  Motion carried.

A Motion was made by Mr. Tom Potts to approve placing a handicap parking spot at the Trusnovic residence of 346 Center Ave.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Keith Merlino.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Tom Potts reported that the borough has saved approximately $200.00 so far with our new Recycling Program and have saved many tons from going to the landfill.
COMMUNITY WELFARE & RECREATION – KEITH MERLINO
Beautification of property at entrance of Borough Park. Billy Steele, property owner, to first contact North Fayette Township Commissioners since the property is in North Fayette. He will then meet with Oakdale Borough Council.


The $10,000.00 DCED Grant application for the Oakdale Park Beautification Project has been approved for round one funding. A representative from Jesse White’s office is planning to visit Oakdale in the next few weeks to discuss future projects that are important to Oakdale. Mr. Merlino invited the residents to share any ideas with council or the borough office.
