CORRESPONDENCE 
PUBLIC FORUM: Mr. Huck Gamble asked that anyone in the audience wanting to address council and the mayor to please raise their hand.

John Daniels – 145 Center Ave.

Mr. Daniels thanked council for the quick repair to the water main break on Center Ave. that occurred on Monday evening, February 2.

Jim Lauria – Chief of Police

Chief Lauria spoke on behalf of the Oakdale Police Department, Oakdale Hose Company and CERT to inform council that two PTI interns are going to go door to door in Oakdale to survey the residents and collect data for special needs such as handicapped, oxygen, pets, etc. This information will be put into a data base to be used by CERT in case of emergencies such as the blackout we had in December. This information will be ready to input into the county database.  The information will be kept confidential for responders only. An article will be placed in the newsletter to let residents know when it will take place.

Matt Cochran & Bill Leger – Friends of Killbuck Lodge

 The Friends of Killbuck Lodge would like a recorded easement for vehicle access through the Clef Dr. property that the borough is selling to Sam Henderson (DKH Properties). They are applying for grant money and they need complete access thru the ADA. They would like to offer the cabin for use for all local community organizations.
Sam Henderson – DKH Properties

A written easement would require a subdivision of the property. He plans to put units by the creek bank and by the hill with a culdesac in the middle. A retention pond may be needed in the back of the property. Mr. Henderson does not want to have a recorded right of way at this time. He needs to have sight plans first.  The lending institution may not loan him the money if there is a written easement through the property. He would like to have a verbal agreement that the scouts can use the right of way right now. Mr. Henderson presented council with a list of references. Mr. Henderson asked for information from council for his title company and the solicitor asked Mr. Henderson to have the title company give him the list of information they need.
Steve Trusnovic, Chief – Oakdale Hose Company

Mr. Trusnovic asked if we compared the cost of recycling with the cost of our refuse bill.  

Recycling 

President Gamble presented the audience with a cost summary of recycling versus refuse dumping.  Recycling will cost the borough approx. $208.00 a month. A survey was taken by residents paying their water bills if they would like to keep the recycling at a cost or have the recycling bin taken away. Residents were also invited to attend this council meeting to voice their opinion.  No residents attended this meeting to voice their opinion on the recycling issue. Twenty residents responded at the borough office.  Seventeen want the recycling to continue with a cost and three would like to have it removed.  Council agreed to pass a $.50 raise to the monthly refuse bill.

A Motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell to raise the monthly refuse rate by $.50 to cover the costs of the recyling program.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion carried.

Mr. Campbell informed the public that there was a water main break on Center Ave on Monday evening, February 2.  The water break has been repaired and all residents had water service back by Tuesday morning.
