Sam Henderson – Townhouse Development

The first issue is Stormwater Management, Outfall Protection. HMT, Mr. Henderson’s engineer, recommends that no additional protection is needed. Council agreed to the waiver. The second issue under Subdivision and Land Development addresses sidewalks in the plan. Mr. Henderson does not feel sidewalks are necessary because the property is a cul-de-sac and a private road. Council agreed to this waiver. Mr. Henderson asked council to issue their approval of the townhouse plans. A motion was made by Mr. Keith Merlino to approve the townhouse plans with the waivers mentioned above. The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth. Motion carried.
