Cliff Elicker – The Rock is trying to secure grants to build a playground in the grass area between The Rock and the Borough Parking Lot. He gave us a rough sketch of the area. Need to find out if they need a variance for a fence. Fence needs to be a guard rail metal fence. The playground would be available to all children. The building inspector will need to meet with Mr. Elicker to see if there needs to be a zoning variance issued. The proposed daycare will have about 30 kids. Another agency will come in and rent the rock to run the daycare. The borough can provide the guard rail if someone else can install it.
