Cliff Elicker – The Rock

The Rock would like to have a farmer’s market in The Rock parking lot on one evening a week or a Saturday afternoon. They will try not to hamper the park and ride residents. Council agreed that it was a great idea and gave permission for The Rock to have the farmer’s market in Oakdale.
Ron Parrish – Boys Scouts and Friends of Killbuck Lodge

Thanked the borough for the use of the community center for the scouts. Asked if steps could be placed by the recycling receptable for better access. They want to ask people to empty cans into the bin and no bags placed in the bin because some garbage is being placed in the bin right now.

Council agreed to the steps as long as they are not a safety hazard.
Melissa Lutz – Dog Incident on Vincennes Ave

Ms. Lutz’s dog was killed by a pit bull dog last week. She wanted to know if the borough had an ordinance regarding pit bulls or large dangerous dogs. Our solicitor is going to research this because other communities have had the same problem. The police are working on finding out the identity of the owner of the dog and then they can take action with the owner. Ms. Lutz can file a civil case against the dog owner. Council hopes to have wording for a new ordinance by the next council meeting.

Steve Trusnovic – Fire Chief

Informed the council that the fire department plans to burn the garage on Union Ave on May 30 as a burning exercise for the fire department. After they burn the inside, Mr. Robinson will tear down the rest of the building. They are applying for a burn permit and the fire marshall will check on the gas main that is very close to the building. They are starting to get things ready for their annual carnival.
