CORRESPONDENCE 
PUBLIC FORUM: Mr. Huck Gamble asked that anyone in the audience wanting to address council and the mayor to please raise their hand.

Sam Henderson – DKH Properties

Mr. Henderson purchased the borough property located of Clef Dr and was inquiring as to when he would have to apply for a building permit in order to be grandfathered in on the current water and sewer tap in fees. The borough is considering raising the tap in fees. Council asked Mr. Henderson when he plans to start building on the property and he is in the process of getting plans reviewed and approved by the borough engineer and building inspector.
Dale Luepke – 300 Cottonwood Dr

1. Mr. Luepke asked if the muddy area around the grill has been taken care of and we informed him that gravel was placed in that area. There was also a water faucet placed on pavilion two.
2. Mr. Luepke inquired if the borough would have a grass composting pickup and program. Council informed him that the borough has looked into this and that we could not afford that at the present time, but council would discuss it again.

3. Mr. Luepke informed council about a home located at 114 Oak Heights that put a burner in their basement and now has black stains on their house from the smoke going out the pipe they installed coming out of the house. We told him that the building inspector would check this out for safety reasons.

FINANCE, WATER & SEWAGE – RUSS CAMPBELL

Mr. Campbell informed the public that the 2008 Annual Drinking Water Report has been mailed with the July water bills and to contact the borough office with any questions.


Mr. Russ Campbell made a motion to pass Resolution No. 10-2009 authorizing the revised real estate tax office fees of $30.00 for tax certifications and $10.00 for duplicate tax bills. The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth.  Motion carried.
Mr. Russ Campbell made a motion to advertise a borough owned 1985 Chevy Truck for sale. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion carried.
Mr. Russ Campbell informed the public that after 20 years, the PennVest loan is paid off. This loan was started 20 years ago when the DEP made the Sewer Authority close down our sewage plant.

Mr. Paul Hennemuth made a motion to accept the low bid of $6,492.00 from Pete Jeffrey and Associates for handicap picnic tables which are available through a county grant program. The motion was seconded by Mr. Russ Campbell. Motion carried.
Mr. Paul Hennemuth made a motion to pass Resolution No. 8-2009 authorizing the application for funds with Allegheny County Department of Economic Development in the amount of $40,000 for the Oakdale Beautification Project at the Boock’s Bar Site. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion carried.
Mr. Paul Hennemuth made a motion to pass Resolution No. 9-2009 authorizing the Slums and Blight Resolution for the $40,000.00 Allegheny County CDBG Grant Application. The motion was seconded by Mr. Russ Campbell. Motion carried.
