Council assured Mrs. Demark that we would look into this and get back to her. She also expressed her concerns about the bus schedule changes that are going to happen in Oakdale.  Council told Mrs. Demark that they would write a letter to the Port Authority voicing our concern for the Oakdale residents losing bus service to Pittsburgh.

Nick Hickmont and Chris Carr – Residents of Oakdale 
These boys and several other kids from Oakdale hang out on the deck on the panhandle trail. They want to build a handicap ramp and remodel the deck area. They will do the work and raise the money for the materials. Borough Council told the boys it was a very nice gesture and asked if they had the skills to do this. PERSONNEL – PAUL HENNEMUTH

Mr. Paul Hennemuth made a Motion to approve the estimate to repair the community center furnaces. The Motion was seconded by Mr. Russ Campbell. Motion Carried.

PROPERTY, HIGHWAYS & REFUSE –   TOM POTTS 
Mr. Tom Potts made a Motion to pass Resolution No. 15-2009 appointing Kelly Rohbeck as the borough delegate to the county EIT Tax Collection Committee for the Southwest Tax Collection District. The Motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth. Motion Carried.

COMMUNITY WELFARE & RECREATION – KEITH MERLINO
Mr. Keith Merlino made a Motion to pass Resolution No. 16-2009 authorizing the Borough to participate in the Allegheny County Energy Audit Program for municipalities.  This program is financed by a block grant through the US Department of Energy.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Tom Potts.  Motion Carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT & PUBLIC SAFETY – ROSS ROHBECK
The Police report was given by Chief Jim Lauria. He reported that there were 69 varied calls in September Chief Lauria also stated that there is a traffic issue in Oakdale and a speed limit sign will be posted on Union Ave.

COMCAST CABLE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT PUBLIC HEARING

Mr. Russ Campbell gave an opening statement regarding the franchise cable renewal process. The hearing was then open to the residents with questions.  Mr. Ron Parrish stated that there were four cable outages in the last four weeks and he works from home and needs the Comcast Internet Service for his business.  His second concern was why doesn’t Oakdale have the local channel that shows West Allegheny School events, but the people who live in North Fayette have that channel.  These questions will be forwarded to Comcast by the borough office and when we get a reply, we will let Mr. Parrish know.
