Frank Williams – 146 Center Ave

Mr. Williams voiced his concerns about speeding on Center Ave. Chief Lauria informed him that speed bumps have been purchased and will be installed next week.
Sam Henderson – Clef Dr. Townhouses

Plans to start breaking ground in the Spring.  He is planning twenty-one units right now.  Will keep road private with a cul-de-sac. Each building will have its own utilities. One garage per unit, deck on back of each unit.  Will take nine months per building to complete.  Will send a floor plan rendering to the borough office.  Working with HMT & Associates to get plans approved. Will set up meetings with Gateway Engineers to get plans approved.

Nick Hickmont  – Remodel of Walking Trail Deck 
These boys and several other kids from Oakdale hang out on the deck on the panhandle trail. They want to build a handicap ramp and remodel the deck area. They will do the work and raise the money for the materials. The plans are complete, but Chris Carr was unable to attend the meeting and he has the plans. Mr. Russ Campbell informed everyone of the Water Violation Notice of High Trihalomethanes  that was delivered with the November 1 newsletter. It is averaged over 4 quarters and the readings are fine now. The high readings were in December of 2008 and since then PA-American Water has corrected the problem.

Mr. Keith Merlino thanked Laura Ahlborn and all who helped with the Oak-Tober-Fest. It was a great success and we wish to continue this on a yearly basis. He also reminded everyone of the upcoming events which include the Craft/Vendor Show on 11/21 and Light Up Night on 11/27.
MAYOR’S REPORT & PUBLIC SAFETY – ROSS ROHBECK
The Police report was given by Chief Jim Lauria. He reported that there were 75 varied calls in October. Chief Lauria also stated that there more animal calls and he is working with the animal control service regarding the stray cat issue. Chief  Lauria also stated that a traffic sign will be posted on Union Ave in the near future.
