Laura Ahlborn, Assistant Borough Secretary, presented the Zadrozny family with the proceeds raised at the Borough Craft/Vendor Show on behalf of Nathan’s Fund.
Mr. Roger Williams – President, Oakdale Hose Co.
Council President, Huck Gamble, presented Roger Williams with the annual borough donation of $3,500.00 to the Oakdale Hose Co. Mr. Williams thanked council for the donation and informed the borough that he has been elected as the President of the Hose Co. for 2009. The street fair date for 2009 has been set for July 18 through 25.  The parade date is July 24 at 7:00 PM in downtown Oakdale.  The fair chairman is Mark Snatchko.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND MONTHLY BILL LIST:
A motion was made by Mr. Russ Campbell, seconded by Mr. Tom Potts and carried, to approve the monthly billing list and financial report.  Motion carried.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

FINANCE, WATER & SEWAGE – Russ Campbell

Mr. Russ Campbell made a motion to pass the 2009 Budget with no tax increase. The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Hennemuth.  Motion carried.
Mr. Campbell announced that the Pennsylvania American Water contract increase of $.20 per thousand gallons of water used will be passed on to residents in 2009.
Mr. Campbell announced that the new delinquent earned income tax collector, Jordan Tax Service, has collected more than $6,000.00 in 2005 and 2006 delinquent earned income tax for the borough as of this date.
Mr. Campbell announced that Oakdale Borough received a water violation from Allegheny County Health Department due to high trihalomethanes in our water that was passed on to us through our water supplier Pennsylvania American Water.  A notice was sent to all water customers.  There is no immediate danger to the public.  

PERSONNEL – Paul Hennemuth
Mr. Paul Hennemuth made a Motion to appoint Barb Piskorik for another three year term with the Western Allegheny Library Board. The motion was seconded by Mr. Keith Merlino.  Motion carried.
Mr. Hennemuth announced that council has asked all departments of the borough in writing to submit cost cutting ideas for 2009.

Mr. Hennemuth announced that the borough office will close at noon on Fridays in 2009. 

PROPERTY, HIGHWAYS & GARBAGE – Tom Potts
Mr. Potts announced that Oakdale Borough has contracted a new recycling company, Greenstar, to recycle papers, cardboard, all plastics, and metals which will decrease our garbage dumping fees considerably.

Mr. Potts announced that Congress is working on a potential Economic Stimulus Package for municipalities and Oakdale has submitted a list of public works projects which include road paving, bridge repairs, and sewer repairs.
COMMUNITY WELFARE AND RECREATION – Keith Merlino

Mr. Merlino announced that Oakdale Borough has sent a letter to Senator Pippy’s office requesting grant money for beautification projects in Oakdale.

Mr. Merlino announced that an application was submitted to State Representative Jesse White’s office for borough park improvements.

Mr. Merlino thanked everyone who helped out with the Craft/Vendor Show and Light Up Night.  Both events were a big success.  

MAYOR’S REPORT – Ross Rohbeck

Mayor Rohbeck was absent and Chief Lauria gave the monthly police report. Chief Lauria reported that the police department responded to 53 calls in November.
