FINANCE, WATER & SEWAGE – RUSS CAMPBELL

Mr. Campbell informed the public that the Alcosan rate increase of 7% will be passed on to residents in January and will be reflected on their February 1 bill which will result in a $.30 raise in cost to our residents per 1,000 gallons of water used.

Mr. Tom Potts informed the public that there will be a public zoning hearing on December 10, 2009 for Mr. Michael O’Donnell’s request to have a 1st floor bedroom addition on his home.

MAYOR’S REPORT & PUBLIC SAFETY – ROSS ROHBECK
