Tom Burke – Pepperoncini’s

He is concerned with the property behind the plaza that is owned by Tom Robinson. Is it legal to raise the property so much without a drain system. Council advised Mr. Burke that Mr. Robinson has a permit from the DEP to grade the property. Vince Tucceri, Borough solicitor, informed Mr. Burke that the borough’s storm water management ordinance is new. The DEP reviewed the situation on that property and the owner’s of the property and business have to handle this with Robinson as a civil matter. The Borough has no legal ability to deal with this matter. The Borough can call the DEP to see if he is dumping per his permit. Mr. Burke feels this has become a dumping ground. Mr. Robinson verbally agreed to put a drain on his property to the creek, but this has never been done. The Borough will keep Mr. Burke posted.
