FINANCE AND WATER & SEWAGE –   PAUL HENNEMUTH

PERSONNEL – BUD STURGEON

Mr. Bud Sturgeon made a Motion to pass Resolution No. 11-2011 to increase the water rate fifty cents per one thousand gallons of water usage due to the rate increase from PA American Water.

COMMUNITY WELFARE & RECREATION – MARK MAXIMOVICH 

Mr. Mark Maximovich made a Motion to pass Ordinance No. 2011-2 to approve the sum of four (4.0) Mils on each dollar of assessed property value effective January 1, 2012. This tax rate is the same as last year with no borough tax increase for 2012 for the residents of Oakdale Borough.

Mr. Mark Maximovich made a Motion to appoint Barb Piskorik to another 3 year term on the Western Allegheny Library Board of Trustees. The Motion was seconded by Mr. Bud Sturgeon. Motion carried.
